	TU#1: The "Q" words can be confusing in Latin.  Distinguish in

meaning between the interrogatives quā and quō.   

B1: Now, distinguish in meaning between quidem and quidam.  

B2: In regards to meaning, which of the following do not belong?

quomodo, quin, quemadmodum, and quārē.  
TU#2: What case is used with the adjective similis?
B1: What case is used with the verb ignoscere?
B2: What case is used with the adjective ignarus?
TU#3: Listen to the following story, which I will read twice and answer the question, concerning one of the characters, which follows:
Marcus Antonius, quasi imperator cōpiās suās collōcans, omnia verba ponēbat in maximē opportunīs suae oratiōnis partibus.  Etsi vōx eius subrauca nātūrā, etiam hoc vitium in bonum convertēbātur.  Habēbat enim flebile quiddam aptumque et ad fidem faciendam et ad misericordiam movendam.

To what does Cicero compare Marc Antony’s speaking style?

B1: Cicero says that Antony was a very good speaker despite what vitium, or natural hindrance?
B2: What natural ability did Antony have that made him such a good speaker?
TU#4: What figure of speech adds dramatic effect to these two lines from Ovid’s Amores? (read twice)

     tunc quoque nōn paucōs (sit tē bene nōvimus) urēs;
tunc quoque praeteriēns vulnera multa dābis   
B1: To whom are these lines addressed, identified by tē in those lines?
B2: Who is speaking these lines, identified by the verb nōvimus?






TU#5: What son of Pelops and Hippodamia was exiled from Olympia for murdering his half-brother Chrysippus?





B1: In what city, famous for its lions’ gate, did Thyestes and his twin brother Atreus settle?


B2: What king was absent fighting the descendants of Hercules, and thus enabling the brothers to rule Mycenae?

TU#6: Literally, this English derivative means “to free one caught by the foot,” but has generally come to mean “to remove from difficulty.”  Give this word which we derive from pes, pedis.
B1: One source says this English word meaning “characteristic of a narrow focus on or a display of trivial facts,” derives from pes through another Latin term having to do with teaching.
B2: Give the Latin term, also derived from pes, from which pedantic gets its association with teaching. 
TU#7: Translate the following into literal but good English: Hoc consilium tibi maximō periculō est.
B1: Now translate this sentence: eum hominem imperatorem elēgērunt.
B2: Now this one: viri in viribus valescent.
TU#8: Who is described by Suetonius in these lines? inter initia principatūs cotidiē secrētum sibi horārum sumere solēbat, nec quicquam amplius quam muscās captāre ac stilō praeacutō configere…
Name this Flavian emperor:

B1: Now name the emperor Suetonius describes here: Nōn in aliā rē tamen damnosior quam in aedificandō domum ā Palatiō Esquiliās usque fēcit, quam primō transitoriam, mox incendiō absumptam restitutamque auream nomināvit.







B2: How many Roman leaders does Suetonius include in his biographical collection?


TU#9: This equestrian’s birth date is uncertain, but we do know that he died in 12 BC.  During his life, he orchestrated several key victories between 40 and 20 BC, all of which helped his good friend Octavian consolidate power to become Augustus.




B1: We are fairly certain that Agrippa served under Julius Caesar in this last battle against the republican opposition in southern Spain, on March 17th, 45 BC.








B2: Charged with leading the battle against Sextus Pompeius, Octavian trained his fleet in the Portus Julius, which he created by connecting Lake Lucrinus to this body of water, also famous as the Vergilian entrance to the underworld.  
TU#10: What brother of Dictys sent Perseus on an impossible quest so that he could marry Perseus’ mother Danaē?


B1: How did Polydectes die?   
B2: Who did Polydectes pretend to marry in order to bait Perseus into going on his quest?


TU#11: To what is a doctor referring if your prescription includes the Latin abbreviation “ol.” (spell please)
B1: With or without oil, a prescription may include the one letter abbreviation “p.” coming from what Latin word which here would denote measurement?
B2: What would “pulv.” (spell please) indicate about the form of one’s medication?
TU#12: In 474 BC, the Etruscan’s defeat at this city by the tyrant of Syracuse, Hiero, signaled the beginning of the end for their civilization.  This city is also famous in Roman mythology as the landing site for Daedalus, and the location of an Apollonian oracle.



B1: This Etruscan city lies just ten miles north of Rome, and finally fell to Rome under the general Camillus in 396 BC.




B2: This emperor’s mausoleum recalls the tumuli Etruscan tombs, such as those found today at Tarquinia and Cerveteri.











TU#13: Name the writer of this line of poetry:
heu, miserande puer, sī qua fata aspera rumpās,
tū Marcellus eris.     
B1: Who is said to have fainted upon hearing that line from Vergil?
B2: From what book of the Aeneid is this line?







TU#14: What son of Procas and uncle of Rhea Silvia overthrew Numitor to gain control of Alba Longa?





B1: According to Vergil, Aeneas’ son Ascanius became the king of Alba Longa.  But who was his successor who lent his name to every king that followed him?








B2: Give the nomen and cognomen for the aptly named next king of Alba Longa and grandson of Aeneas.













TU#15: This man’s first claim to power was from an allegedly falsified document presented to the Senate in 117 AD, and then ruled through a regent at Rome named Attianus, who unlawfully killed supporters of the previous emperor Trajan.  Name this emperor whose wall defined the upper limit of the Roman Empire.

B1: Hadrian isn’t the only emperor to have a wall.  Name the later emperor whose wall set up another fortification north of his predecessor’s in Caledonia.






B2: Machiavelli first coined the term “The Five Good Emperors” in 1503, claiming their adoption through merit distinguished them among other emperors who reigned by way of their bloodlines.  Name all of the Five Good Emperors in order.
