TU#3: Name the author responsible for this quotation: Quae ante conditam condendamve urbem poeticīs magis decora fabulīs quam incorruptīs rerum gestārum monumentīs traduntur, ea nec affirmāre nec refellere in animō est.







What historian, the title of whose work was also used by Romans for dating events, said this?

B1: Now name the Roman historian responsible for this quotation: Gnaeus Iulius Agricola, vetere et illustrī Foroiuliensium coloniā ortus, utrumque avum procuratōrem Caesarum habuit, quae equestrīs nobilitās est.

TU#4: Name the figure of speech included in this line from Catullus 6: vellēs dīcere nec tacēre possēs.

B2: Although all historians don’t agree, our best guess is that Lesbia is really which same-syllabled aristocrat?














TU#5: These people should have thanked Brutus and Cassius, since Julius Caesar was scheduled to make war on them before the dictator was assassinated.  In 20 BC, they did finally return the Roman military standards taken from Crassus in 55 BC.  Name this group of people who defeated the Seleucids for control of ancient Persia.

B1: The Seleucids ruled a divided empire left to them after the death of this leader in 323 BC.

B2: Besides being a perennial threat, the Romans can also thank the Parthians for introducing this cult, particularly popular among Rome’s legions.

TU#6: What man, on his way to Athens, had to deal with various marauders at six entrances to the Underworld to prove his manhood? 

B1: At what city did Theseus encounter the first of these six vandals, Periphetes, from which he obtained a club?



B2: At Megara, Sciron met his fate in the same way numerous travelers who knelt to wash his feet did, being eaten alive by what creature?









TU#7: This event occurred during the festival of Consus, and prompted the town Cures to declare war against Rome. Among other things, it resulted in the wedding of Hersilia to Romulus, who then co-ruled with the Sabine king Titus Tatius.





B1: During the war, the Sabines were able to capture the Capitoline Hill because of the treachery of this woman.

B2: Despite the truth that Romulus was most likely stabbed to death, the common story is that Romulus didn’t die, but rather ascend to the heavens to be deified under this name.

TU#8: Which one of the following is not a Golden Age writer: Cicero, Petronius, Propertius, Sallust, or Vergil?





B1: What is the name of Petronius’ most famous work?



B2: Which wealthy freedman’s dinner party was the focus of the surviving portions of the Satyricon?

TU#9: Occasionally, certain archaic formations that have persisted through the years remind us that the Latin we see in our textbooks is the product of hundreds of years of language evolution. One of these archaisms is found in the word paterfamilias.  In what case is familias?  

B1: The accusative case went through some changes as well.  Give the

alternate accusative ending for words such as turris and sitis    

B2: In addition to case structure, the Latin alphabet also changed through the years.  Barring Greek loan-words, name the letter represented in Classical Latin by only a single word.        

TU#10: Roman poets often are famous for defending their choice of subject matter.  Translate into English this justification, Nōn datur ad Musās currere latā viā.

B1: Name the author of this quote, a man whose birth and death dates are uncertain, but we know he died just after 15 BC.

B2: Now name the author of this justification:
