Behavior

This classroom is a safe environment created for the sole purpose of learning the beautiful language of Latin and about the wonderful Roman world.  Anyone who gets in the way of that will be dealt with justly and swiftly in the form of a detention and, if needed, referral to the administration.

Cheating of any kind is not tolerated by myself or the administration at Dacula High School and will be dealt with quickly and severely.  This includes but is not limited to the copying of answers and assignments from others, the use of another’s or prepared answers on assessments, and also allowing someone to cheat using his or her assessment paper.  Note that collaborating on assignments that are intended to be completed individually (i.e., all assignments, unless explicitly stated otherwise) is a breach of the DHS Code of Academic Integrity.
Formative Quizzes (15%)

Students will complete a series of quizzes through their online accounts on http://demo-20130522-1235ae84fc2b4c46819f531aba2520c8.agilixbuzz.com/.  Each quiz is based on a 
reading from the textbook.  Each quiz will assess the student’s understanding of the introductory material, reading 
comprehension, and language/figures of speech for each poem we read.  Unless otherwise stated, quizzes are timed and may be completed twice.  AT NO POINT MAY STUDENTS COLLABORATE ON A QUIZ (all quizzes should be completed individually).
How to earn an “A” every time: 
1. Take as many notes as possible during class; use those notes during the quiz.  
2. Ask questions in class if you don’t understand.  
3. Have your book out during the quiz so you can look at the footnotes.  
4. After the first attempt, learn from your mistakes before attempting the quiz a second time.
The lowest grade will be dropped at the end of the semester.  This is to account for situations beyond your control.

All quizzes and their full item banks will be made available for review before the current summative test.

Reading/Participation (20%)

The participation grade is derived from our reading sessions together as a class.  At each session, you will each read in turn and I will assign you a grade of 1-5 based on your preparation and execution of the assigned lines.  I will take volunteers first and then call on students randomly.  

5: completely prepared, mistakes, if any, are minor issues (tense of verb for instance)

4: prepared, but you make several mistakes, including vocabulary; your response is lucid and fluid

3: somewhat prepared, but you are making critical mistakes; your response requires prompting
2: not prepared and there many mistakes, but you have roughly the overall sense

1: totally unprepared; unresponsive

When we read together, you may NOT have a translation written out.  However, it is monumentally important that you keep a compendious list of unknown vocabulary and notes on difficult forms and syntax –you need to buy a ‘mole-skin’ composition book or some other sort of bound composition book.  I also highly suggest that you not write out a translation period; it will be, no matter how much you feel you need it, a crutch and it will also slow you down.  I will explain the best way to use your composition book in class during the first week and I, again, suggest that you follow it to the letter.  Inherent in this is your ability to acquire good note-taking skills both in preparation for and in response to class discussion.  
Summative Assessments (45%)


A summative test will be given at the end of each poem.  The test will take the whole class period and will cover the vocabulary, grammatical, translation, and rhetorical devices for each poem.  These tests generally consist of fifty multiple choice questions.
Make-Up Work

If you are absent...

…for a summative test or vocabulary quiz: you have FIVE SCHOOL DAYS to make this up for full credit.  After this point, the highest grade you can earn is a 69%.  All make-ups must be scheduled in advance.

…the DAY BEFORE a summative test or vocabulary quiz: you must still take the assessment on the assigned day with the rest of the class.

…the day a formative quiz is due: you must still complete the daily quiz as assigned.  

…for several days in a row: email Mr. Yaggy before or during the absence to make arrangements. 

Consult the “Weekly Schedule and Assignments” for the schedule of assignments and assessments.  

Mr. Yaggy will NOT remind you to make up work.
