Performance Final
Your Performance Final tomorrow is worth 10% of your grade.  You will be asked to compose a Latin story loosely based on the stories in Stage 9.
How to study:

1. Pick any story in Stage 9.
2. Read over it and summarize it in 3-4 simple English sentences (this will act as your prompt).
3. Using just the prompt, compose the story in your own words (past tenses only, 5-7 sentences, no quotes) and without referring to the story in the book.

4. When you are finished, leave it alone for a few minutes, and then go back to it and edit your composition.

5. Write a new draft based on this editing.

6. Compare your story to the story off of which you based your prompt and edit accordingly.

7. Publish your composition to Facebook AND offer criticism on another already published by someone else.

What to watch out for in writing your composition:

a. subject-verb agreement: this is the most common mistake!


- amicus (sing.)…… ____t


- amici (pl.)….. ____nt/____erunt

b. proper formation of perfect tense: you must have these memorized from vocabulary 
- for instance, the only way you know that the perfect of facit is fecit is because 

you memorized it.

c. double check that you have fulfilled all the requirements of the prompt: check each 

requirement off as you have written them.  I give them to you in a list for this reason.
d. Make sure your subjects = nominative, your direct objects = accusative, your 

indirect objects = dative, and that intransitive verbs do NOT have a direct object

e. One action = one verb: for example, if you want to say “he was crying”, DO NOT 

write erat lacrimat.  Instead, “he was crying” = lacrimabat.
