Using either your family or a fictional family from television (i.e., the Griffins from “Family Guy”), describe the family in Latin (who is the father, mother, etc.).  Place the family members in various parts of the house (as described on p. 13-15) and have each interact with a guest (again, this guest can be a friend you know or a fictional character) who is visiting for dinner.  


The guest’s progression through the house must make sense with what we know about Caecilius’ house. The dinner must be mentioned in some way and your story must come to a logical conclusion.  


Do not get caught up in Latinizing names (e.g., “Peter” is fine, but so in “Petrus,” etc.).


Your composition must be at least 7-9 sentences and will be graded based on the rubric below.
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
