Imperfect Tense (3rd sing. and pl.)

Rule/Concept? add –ba- to the verb’s base 

(ex. Ambulat ( ambula-BA-t ( ambulabat)

Translate as “was ___ing”, “used to ____”, or “kept on ___ing” 

(ex. ambulabat = “he/she/it was walking”, “used to walk”, “kept on walking”
Examples in a sentence? 

Caecilius per viam ambulabat “Caecilius was walking through the street.”
Amici per viam ambulabant “The friends were walking through the street.”
Perfect Tense (3rd sing. and pl.)

Rule/Concept? add –v- to the verb’s base (ex. Ambulat ( ambula-V-it ( ambulavit
Translate with “___ed” or “did ___”, or “has/have ___ed”

(ex. ambulavit = “he/she/it walked”, “did walk”, “has walked”)
Examples in a sentence?

Caecilius per viam ambulavit. “Caecilius walked through the street.”
Amici per viam ambulaverunt. “The friends walked through the street.”

Imperfect of verb “to be” (3rd sing. and pl.)

erat = “he/she/it was”
erant = “they were”
If you can translate these sentences, you can read anything from this stage:
Caecilius et Metella ad atrium festinaverunt et Felicem salutaverunt.

“Caecilius and Metella hurried to the atrium and greeted Felix.”
